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Casey Trees uses the latest mapping and web technology to maintain information and raise awareness
on the trees of the District.

Interactive Maps and Tools. Our maps and online tools help residents visualize the urban forest;
calculate the carbon, stormwater and other ecological benefits of trees; and take action by offsetting
carbon emissions through tree planting. The Tree Benefits Calculator, the DC Street Tree Map and the
Green DC Map are interactive tools available through the Casey Trees website to enable the public to
better understand the value of our trees.

Inventory and Analysis. Tree Inventory has been a standard program since Casey Trees began in
2001. Citizen Forester volunteers, high school students and college interns aid in collecting information
about DC’s trees. Past inventories have documented the structure and benefits of the urban forest,
assessed the extent of Dutch elm disease, tree mortality, street tree planting opportunities and how
tree shade reduces home energy use. Our community-based tree inventory program works with
neighborhood organizations to map information about tree canopy, promote tree care, and foster
interaction between neighbors.

Analysis for Strategic Goal Setting. Casey Trees is now working to develop an Urban Tree Canopy
Goal for private properties in DC using 2006 one-meter satellite imagery from GEOEYE. We will assess
the current tree canopy for each landholder, create partnerships and develop ways to increase and
maintain trees. The Urban Forestry Administration is coordinating goal-setting for public lands in the
District.
