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Education Initiatives. Our Citizen Forester program trains participants to plant and care for trees,
be an ambassador for Casey Trees planting and stewardship programs, and advocate for a green,
sustainable District of Columbia. Volunteers complete a series of free classroom instruction, field
training and community service.

Introductory Classes

Trees 101: An Introduction to Trees
Discover the District urban forest. We discuss strategies for restoring the District’s tree canopy.
Participants learn basic tree identification during a tree walk.

Tree Planting

Participants learn to select and prepare a planting site, choose an appropriate species for the site
and properly plant the tree to ensure survival. We cover techniques critical to maintaining urban tree
health, including mulching and watering. The service component consists of community tree planting
and maintenance projects.

Urban Forestry High School Internship Program. Every summer, Casey Trees hires high school
students to serve as Urban Forestry Interns. These paid interns, selected from across the city, receive
instruction about trees and tree care, then work outdoors in city neighborhoods, caring for trees and
teaching residents how they can help regreen the District. Casey Trees has three goals for its interns:
Gain job experience; learn about a range of forestry and environmental careers, and be stewards

for trees planted by Casey Trees. Interns must be a resident of the District of Columbia, currently
enrolled in a District high school, 16 years or older and have a demonstrated interest in the District’s
environment.
